Millie Hyatt: Are we able to print out the slides for note purposes?

Suraida Nanez-James: If we are a nonprofit that is NOT an aquarium but do provide prof devel to aquarium staff and volunteers, I assume we partner with aquariums? DOes an aquarium need to be the lead?
* Sarah Yue: Yes, the collaborative applicant team does need to include a minimum of three aquariums.  However, an aquarium does not need to serve as the lead institution

Suraida Nanez-James: When you say you are funding one project but multiple grants, does she mean only one team will be funded??
* Sarah Yue: Yes, that is most likely the case.  However, the single funded team will include at least three collaborative applicants, potentially more.

Katy Roberts 2: If we currently have NOAA Ocean Education funding, may we apply with a start date after our current grant ends? 
* Stacey Rudolph: Yes, you are welcome to apply.  

Scott Finestone: Do project partners who are not submitting applications have to be US based?
* Sarah Yue: No, project partners who are not applicants do not have to be based in the U.S.; international institutions can also serve as partners

Suraida Nanez-James: can funds be allocated to the international partners
* Sarah Yue: International partners can receive sub-awards, but cannot submit applications as part of the collaborative team

Lauren Tyler: For evaluation, does one of the institutions have to already have an existing front end evaluation from their institution or can a group use an evaluation/research done by another institution/researcher?
* Stacey Rudolph: The group can use an evaluation/research from another institution/reseacher.

Laura Diederick: Where did you pull up the checklist from? 
* Sarah Yue: From our Templates and Models webpage:  www.oesd.noaa.gov/grants/elg/funding_template.html

Jennifer: Is the PI from the lead institution? And CoPI from one of the other facilities you are partnering with?
* Sarah Yue: There will be a PI from each collaborative applicant, along with Co-PIs if desired.  The PI on each application must be from the institution submitting that particular application.  Co-PIs can be either from the applicant institution or other partnering institutions

SJSU Research Foundation: For non-lead applicants, will the grants.gov application require a project narrative attachment, and if so, what should the non-lead attach?
* Stacey Rudolph: You can find all the details for what the lead and non-lead institutions need to submit on our templates website: www.oesd.noaa.gov/grants/elg/funding_template.html

Jenifer Zeligs: Can you suggest a means that institutions interested in pursuing a collaboration would locate others similarly interested through your interactions with those who have already expressed interest?

* Sarah Yue: Non-leads should also move over all of the mandatory forms.  However, they will be attaching different documents than the lead institution.  The checklist provides a detailed description of what documents should be attached to each form
