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Scott Burg: Does PI need to be from one of the submitting aquariums?
* Stacey Rudolph: Each application will need a PI from the institution submitting that particular application

Jennie Leichtling, Aquarium of the Bay: May an aquarium be listed on more than one proposal?
* Sarah Yue: Yes, an institution may submit more than one application.  However, a particular individual may only serve as PI on one application.

Chanda Bennett: Is there an age bracket for volunteers under this proposal?
* Stacey Rudolph: No, there are no age restrictions for volunteers.

Amy Wolfrum: Does "multiple states" mean three for the number of aquariums or can it be two states?
* Stacey Rudolph: There is not a restriction on the number of states.

Ellen Mappen: If lead institution is higher ed, I assume you still need at least three aquariums as partners?
* Sarah Yue: Yes, that's correct.  The collaborative applicant team must include at least three aquariums

Amy Wolfrum: So, that means that two states won't eliminate us?
* Stacey Rudolph: The number of states involved is not a minimum requirement.  How it addresses the intent of the FFO will be determined by the reviewers.

11. A. O'Dea: Does a NOAA partner (ie a NERR) have to meet the $100,000 minimum per institution?
* Sarah Yue: NOAA partners may not serve as applicants on the collaborative team, so the $100,000 minimum does not apply to them.  NOAA entities may serve as project partners and can receive a small amount of funding as part of the project; this funding request should be listed in the "other" section of the budget of one of the collaborative applications

Susan Hoskins: Can the volunteer target audience be from applicants other than/in addition to aquarium volunteers?
* Sarah Yue: Yes, the target audience can include informal educators and/or volunteers inside or outside an aquarium setting

Linda McCann: Can Canadian Institutions be partners?
* Sarah Yue: Yes, institutions outside the U.S. can serve as project partners.  However, they cannot submit applications as part of the collaborative team

Karen Eichelberger: Can you explain the $100,000 per instiution again?
* Sarah Yue: Each collaborative applicant must request a minimum of $100,000 and a maximum of $500,000 for all years of the project.  There is no minimum budget for sub-awards for project partners who do not submit applications
