1. Abstract

· One-page limit
· Describe the essential elements of the proposed project, including: 

· Project title

· List of names and affiliations of each investigator who will significantly contribute to the project

· Total funding requested from NOAA

· Total match amount

· The rationale for the work proposed

· Concise statement of the objectives 

· Description of the project activities

· The location of the project

· The expected outcome(s) 

2. Project Description

· See Project Description Template

3. References Cited

· Include the names of all authors in the same sequence in which they appear in the publication

· Include the article title, publication or publication title, volume number, page numbers, and year of publication
· While there is no established page limit, this section should include bibliographic citations only and should not be used to provide parenthetical information outside the 15-page project description
· If there are no references to cite, this must be clearly indicated under a heading "References Cited"
4. Proposed Work Plan and Milestone Chart

· Describe the involvement of your institution and partners

· Include deliverables

· Provide timelines of major tasks and potential outcomes, including project evaluation

· Tasks should relate to the both the budget and the intended deliverables or milestones

· There is no page limit for this element

5. Brief Resumes

· Include brief resumes for all principal investigators, co-principal investigators, and/or key personnel 

· Summaries should be no more than 3 pages per person, including a list of professional and academic credentials and contact information

6. Current and Pending Support

· Describe all current and pending Federal and non-Federal funding for all principal investigators (PIs) and co-PIs
· List the percentage of time the applicant and collaborators have committed to other Federal or non-Federal projects

· List the percentage of time the applicant and collaborators have committed to the project solicited under this notice 

· If the applicants have no current or pending funding beyond this application, state this here 

7. Letters of Commitment
· Attach letters of commitment from all substantive partnerships described in the project description

8. Other Supplemental Materials

· Any other supplemental material should be submitted here

· While there is no established page limit, this section should include supplemental materials only and should not be used to provide parenthetical information outside the 15-page project description
· Contact the Office of Education if you have supplemental materials that are in a format that precludes online submission.  Generally we discourage the submission of such materials as we cannot guarantee that the reviewers will have access to them.
