· Who will manage repository? –
·  users want access to NOAA data

· Total amount of data is less than a terabyte 

· Issue raised of distribution of real time streams

· Real time distribution much different than storage of “programs”

· Peer to Peer distribution

· Ability to post content needs to be easy

· Proper meta-tags needed for data

· Library realistically may need to be raw images such as mpeg verses rendered files (example it took some groups 4 days to download footprints)
· Also smart to archive original frames, more difficulty in editing mpeg 
· Keep original frames on server if space allows

· John states that OEd wants cross platform capabilities

· WMS- 
· falls down as a catalogue system, more like a html page

· facilitates dataset description 

· could use as a single repository of SOS animations- users can ping server and do a request for a table of contents on WMS server

· cascading WMS server can search other WMS servers
· Need to define users- is data only for high end tech savvy or is it easy to use, do we distribute to educators 

· Who puts stuff in repository?

· Who ensures copyright and credits are handled properly

· use PIP title with proper credit 

· Use future layering for credits

· Does library provide only credits or does it mandate how the credits must be shown

· Fear that if library mandates how credits are to be shown then some users will not be able to use 

· More of a courtesy but not dictated how to show

· If shown as layer it makes it very easy to add credits where users choose

· Need for museums to readily share content was once again addressed

· Key is  easy way to do

· Must create a standard for metadata

· GUI button that says: “share this content” then form pops up that creates proper metadata 

· JMU requires faculty sharing- set up includes a form that forces users to enter proper metadata.

· Make system so it automatically updates servers and sends e-mail to user telling them of new updates
